ASBESTOS
ANNUAL PUBLIC NOTICE 


Annual notification is a description of steps taken to inform workers and building occupants (or their legal guardians) about asbestos inspections, response actions, periodic surveillances, reinspection activities, and the availability of the management plan.

Federal asbestos regulations require that a dated copy of the annual notification that is provided to the parent, teacher, and employee organizations regarding availability of the asbestos management plan must be kept on file in the asbestos management plan notebook as documentation.

Below is an example of a Public Notice that should be included in the Student & Employee Handbooks each year (change items in red font to your school’s information):

At the beginning of each school year, upload a dated copy of this notification to your online asbestos management plan.
