Western Australia’s Kimberley coast is largely untouched with 12,000 kilometres of 
red cliffs, pristine white sands and clear turquoise waters teeming with marine life. 

This is a wilderness few have experienced from narrow canyons to cavernous gorges 
with ancient rock art and spectacular waterfalls. There are many ways to explore 
one of the world’s last true wilderness areas, but one of the most spectacular is by 
expedition cruise. Cruising experiences range from all-inclusive boutique vessels to 
larger expedition vessel comforts. Several vessels are topped with a helicopter, allowing 
unrivalled access to cliff-top waterfall pools, expansive views of island archipelagos and 
thrilling rides between the red rock curtains lining long rivers. Inflatable zodiac boats are 
used to explore remote island beaches, select fishing spots and narrow river reaches.

G A T E W A Y S :  Broome / Rubibi is the gateway to West Kimberley and the main 
departure point for Kimberley cruises. You can fly direct to Broome via Perth / Boorloo, 
Melbourne, Sydney and Singapore or fly from Darwin via Kununurra / Goonoonoorrang.

Wyndham is the Eastern gateway to the Kimberley. It is the most northerly town and 
harbour in Western Australia and only an hour’s drive from Kununurra Airport. You can 
fly direct to Kununurra via Perth and Darwin.
