Effective Wednesday, July 1, 2020, the fingerprinting processing fee to be paid will
increase by $0.25 as the Idemia administrative fee increased to $13.75

As areminder, pursuant to Public Health Law Article 28-E, Section 2899-a(11), “no
provider shall seek, directly or indirectly, to obtain from a prospective employee, temporary
employee or employee compensation in any formfor the payment for the fee or any facility
costs associated with obtaining the criminal history information check required by this article.”
