	A reflection…

In recent years the motto “Keep calm and carry on” has become common and can be purchased as a poster or imprinted on shirts, mugs, bags and other goods. It was originally coined by the government in Great Britain in the first days of the Second World War but, surprisingly, was not used (look it up on Google!).
In today’s Gospel Mark relates the story of Jesus and the disciples being caught up in a storm on the Sea of Galilee. The disciples, full or fear and anxiety, rouse Jesus from his sleep because they fear for their lives. Jesus’ response was to quell the storm and he commanded the wind and the water to “Be Calm!”. There are two main points to the story. The first is that Jesus has authority over the elements – in the Old Testament such authority belongs to God, and so in this story
Mark is revealing the true identity of Jesus. The second point is that even though life has many trials and worries, we, just as Jesus expected the disciples to do, should trust in Him.
Perhaps the motto from today’s Gospel could be “Keep calm and trust in God”. This does not mean that bad things do not happen to us and to others, they do – just read or watch the news on any day. As people of faith, we know that both in good times and in bad we are always loved by God and, although fear and anxiety are part of our human condition, the power of God will prevail in our own lives and in our world.
