	A reflection…
We all have weaknesses. Many a time we find ourselves facing challenges that highlight our weaknesses across different facets of our lives that include at work, at home or socially. Something happens that has us questioning our self-worth and often leads us to putting ourselves down. We then begin to doubt ourselves and what we are capable of.
Conversely, our strengths when in overplay can also become our weakness. Paul in the Second Reading brings this into some perspective. His understanding of his ‘thorn in the flesh’ is to help him avoid the risk of ‘getting too proud’. And though he states that he has sought for this ‘thorn’ to be removed, God’s reply is to ask Paul to lean on Him.
On the other hand, the people in Nazareth perceive Jesus’ identity as a weakness and this prevents them from seeing him in all his
glory. Here, it is not the element of self-perception, but rather the opinions of others that have contributed to Jesus not being able to bring about God’s Kingdom in Nazareth, as he had done in other places. We too may experience the nay-sayers in our own lives who doubt our ability, and this can affect our sense of self-worth.
Whether it be from an internal perception or from external sources, we are reminded that what we or others see as a weakness, might not be the case. God reaffirms Ezekiel regardless of the response of the people he will be addressing. He lets Paul know that His grace is enough for us and that His power is best in our weaknesses. Let us then, have the confidence to know that God always walks with us especially in those moments of doubt. Let us fully lean on His power and strength to help us overcome those trying moments. Let us continue on our own journeys and hold fast to the faith that will allow others to see the power and face of God through us.
