	A reflection…
I wonder if you remember when you first learned how to make the Sign of the Cross. For most of us this would have been very early in our childhood, possibly before we went to school. Once learnt, the action became second nature – we do not need to think about it. The action is of course accompanied by the words with which we are so familiar, again we able to say them without much thought at all – In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, Amen. At Baptism, we were marked with this sign, and set apart to become a member of God’s holy people.

This simple gesture, a combination of actions and words, conveys two of the greatest truths of our faith. Firstly, that Jesus of Nazareth died on a cross, rose from the dead, and is now proclaimed as the Christ, the Son of God, the one who brought us the good news of God’s infinite love and mercy. The second great truth is that our God, the one living and true God (unlike the stone or wooden gods of some other religions), is a community of three loving persons which we name as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. By His life, death and resurrection, Jesus has invited us to share in the community that is God and to be community people, people of loving service.

When we make the Sign of the Cross we are making two public statements. The first is that we are disciples of Jesus, the crucified One, and we belong to Him. The second is that we are community people, people who live with and for others, in the manner of the Most Holy Trinity. Every time we make the Sign of the Cross let us do it consciously,
remembering who we are called to be and what we are called to do!
