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THE CITY
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Nagoya, the vibrant capital of Aichi Prefecture, 

boasts a rich history that dates back to the

Sengoku period. The city rose to prominence in

the 16th century under the rule of the Oda clan,

notably Oda Nobunaga, a key gure in the

unication of Japan.

One of Nagoya's most iconic landmarks, Nagoya 

Castle, was constructed in 1612 by Tokugawa

Ieyasu, founder of the Tokugawa shogunate, and

stands as a testament to the city's strategic and

political signicance.

Throughout the Edo period, Nagoya thrived as a 

castle town and a commercial hub, beneting

from its strategic location between Kyoto and

Edo (modern-day Tokyo). The city developed a

unique culture, blending traditional crafts with

burgeoning industries. This period saw the rise

of Nagoya’s famous porcelain and textile

industries, which still play a signicant role in

the city's economy and cultural identity today.

In the modern era, Nagoya has transformed into 

an industrial powerhouse, particularly renowned

for its automotive industry. Home to Toyota’s

headquarters, the city is a centre for innovation

and technology. Despite the devastating air raids

during World War II, Nagoya has rebuilt and

evolved, seamlessly blending its historic heritage

with contemporary urban life.

Kick o your trip from

Nagoya Castle and end it walking the Nakasendo

Kiso Valley.

The castle was nearly destroyed in

bombing raids of 1945 and authentically rebuilt

only in 2018.

Sundays and public holidays, though larger

transfers. They also sell stamps, postcards, and

packaging materials, and oer express mail

services.
