Deviating procedure for postponement of binding study advice for 
BA PPE

If your studies are delayed due to personal circumstances*, you can request a postponement of the BSA from the BSA committee. This means that you can request an extension of the period within which you must obtain the required minimum number of credits from the first year of your programme. If you object to the intended negative recommendation, your request will initially be assessed on the basis of the written documents. If necessary, you will receive an invitation to the hearing. During the hearing you will have the opportunity to explain to the BSA committee why you should be granted an extension of the period within which the standard must be achieved.
If there are special circumstances*, you are advised to report this to the academic advisor no later than June 1.


Important data:

· July 21: date on which a positive BSA or an intended negative BSA is issued
· July 21 – August 5: submit a request for postponement. To submit a request, use the BSA postponement request form. Read the instructions on the form carefully!
· August 21: the final BSA or postponement of the BSA is issued


Please note the following:
· You must submit your request to the BSA committee within two weeks of the date of the intended negative BSA.
· Substantiate in your application why you think you should be granted a postponement. 
· Send supporting documents with the form (such as a doctor's note, death notice or other documentation that substantiates your request). Without proof of circumstances, your application has little chance of success.
· If you haven't discussed your personal circumstances and study delay with your study advisor yet, we urge you to do this ASAP.
· If necessary, you will receive an invitation to the hearing 
· the hearings will be held on: August 20

*Circumstances that may lead to postponement of the BSA standard are: illness, pregnancy, special family circumstances, disability/functional limitation and board work.
