· A minimum of 6 ECTS in Programming: Java, Python, C++ or another formal programming language that covers the OOP paradigm
If you apply with less than 45 ECTS in Mathematics, please explain in your motivation letter why you may still be eligible. In order to have a better insight into the level of Mathematics in this Master’s programme, please see these sample exams.
Please note: a Dutch 3-year Bachelor of Science contains a total of 180 ECTS (3 x 60 ECTS). This means that in order for you to meet the first requirement, you need to have at least approximately 1.5 years' worth of Mathematics/Econometrics/ Computer Science courses at the Bachelor's level.
