Mrs. P, age 71, had a Medicare Savings Program

I I (MSP) and Medicare Advantage plan. A benefits
counselor told her she should be receiving the
full Medicare Low-Income Subsidy (LIS) since
she was on an MSP. The full LIS qualified Mrs. P
for a better Medicare plan for no premium. The
counselor helped her contact her insurance
company, verify her eligibility, and get her plan
switched. Now Mrs. P has a lower copay on
many services, receives transportation, and
has an emergency button to wear.
