• Legal Services for community members who have faced discrimination in employment, housing, 
and medical care 

• Know Your Legal Rights workshops 

• Survivor Services for Victims of Crime 

• Assistance in obtaining a legal name and gender marker changes, and criminal record 
expungements 

• Immigration Legal Services 

• In conjunction with providing these legal services, and to address barriers to successful legal 
outcomes, we provide: 

• Case management coordination and referrals to affirming and culturally responsive resources, 
including job training and placement services 

• Assistance with applications for educational opportunities and social services 

• Financial Literacy workshops 

• Homeless Outreach
