The Foundation Studies Certificate has been
taught online and in person since 2020 to
ensure that overseas students were still able
to learn during lockdowns. Now that New
Zealand’s borders are open, we anticipate
moving to a fully face-to-face learning
experience, subject to approval from the
University of Auckland.
