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Dear Parent/Guardian. 

You have requested to arrange your own guardianship for your child while they are under the age of 18 during their studies at the Dublin International Study Centre. 
It is a legal requirement that the student has a guardian, and their guardian must be willing to take on the legal responsibility for the student until they turn 18 years old. 
In order to act as a student’s guardian, a person must:  
· Be 25 years old or older.
· Live in Ireland continuously until the student turns 18.
· Be willing to register with the Irish Immigration service at Burgh Quay as their guardian.
· Not be a student at Dublin ISC.
· Prove their relationship to the child.
· Be willing to take legal responsibility for the child.
· If the child is not living in student accommodation, provide the child with accommodation within their home. The child must have their own private room.


All applications will be sent to our Head of Safeguarding at Dublin International Study Centre for approval. You as parent/guardian and the person proposed as the student’s guardian in Ireland (if different) will need to supply the following with the attached application form. 
The parents/legal guardian of the student will need to sign a document naming the guardian. 
The proposed guardian must provide:
· Proof of identity.
· Proof of relationship to the child.
· Proof of address in Ireland.
· Proof of right to reside in Ireland until the child turns 18.
· Confirmation of willingness to engage with Dublin International Study Centre on behalf of the child.
If the guardianship is not approved by our Head of Safeguarding, you can either submit a new application or use our guardianship service. 
If a student does not have guardianship in place before the course start date, the student will not be able to start their course and may be returned home.
