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COURSE ASSESSMENT FILE — CONTEXT

 The attention of the Dutch accreditation organization NVAO is
shifted more and more towards assessment.

e Secondly, it is very helpful for (insight in) assessing the program
learning objectives (AACSB).

e Thirdly: the legal task of the Examination Board to ascertain
assessment quality and meeting the program learning
objectives.
