What is the difference between feedback documents under
the button and the feepsack button?

OnStage has its own annotation system that gives teaching
staff the option to add feedback on submitted work. This
feedback document can be found under the FEEDBACK
button.

Alternatively, teaching staff can upload their own feedback
document such as a Word or PDF file in feedback-oriented
steps. This feedback document can be found under the
VIEW button.
