1. Consult the step-by-step application overview for details about how to apply and how to initiate your application in Studielink.
2. Create a new application in Studielink for the Bachelor’s programme of your interest and submit.
3. Fill out this form without using any external links (such as Google Drive, etc), and save the completed form in one PDF format. If you need assistance, we recommend asking your school counselor or tutor.
4. After receipt of your VUnet-ID and password, upload the completed form in the application section of your VU Dashboard under ‘VU Application Form - Bachelor’.
5. Submit the application in your VU Dashboard and pay the non-refundable application fee of €100. Find out more about the payment of the application fee and reasons for exemption. Be advised that not (receiving an exemption from) paying the Application Fee before the deadline will mean your application is not complete and it will not be processed. This will result in a rejection of your application.
6. After submission the International Office will check your documents. Once your file is checked and found to be complete, the International Office will confirm receipt by email.

ABOUT THE NUMERUS FIXUS PROGRAMMES



For students who want to start a limited enrolment Bachelor's programme in Psychology, a selection procedure (Numerus Fixus) applies. For the programme Psychology at VU Amsterdam there are 600 places available.

This may mean that not everyone who wishes to study the programme at VU Amsterdam can be admitted. Additionally, you may apply for a maximum of two Bachelor's degree programmes with a Numerus Fixus selection procedure per academic year. For more information about the general selection procedure, we advise you to read the information on our website carefully. More detailed information about the specific selection procedure of your Numerus Fixus programme can be found in the admissions section of your programme page. 

For the selection process for BSc Psychology there are two important criteria taken into account:

1. Grade Point Average (GPA) achieved of your previous education. For this purpose, your grades of the admission-giving education are taken into account. If you have not yet completed this education, your grades from the penultimate (last completed year) are taken into account.
2. A selection test consisting of a combination of knowledge and insight questions. Study materials will be provided a few weeks prior to the selection test. Please check the page of your Numerus Fixus programme for more information about selection test and selection test date.
